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The message that God gave to Israel through Isaiah includes this
conditional statement, “If you are willing and obedient...” The
result of a willing and obedient response to God would have
been his blessing (Isaiah 1. 19 - 20). Having an unwilling mind and
rebellious heart would result in destruction. Obedience by itself
can quickly become legalism. Obedience that grows out of a
willing heart and mind is love and trust.

The Green Bay Packers lost the 1960 NFL Championship to the
Philadelphia Eagles by letting their lead slip away late in the
fourth quarter. At the beginning of the first day of the 1961
training camp, Vince Lombardi walked into the room, held up a
pigskin, and said, “Gentlemen, this is a football.” That season,
the Green Bay Packers excelled at what everyone else took for
granted - the fundamentals. They went on to win the NFL

Championship, beating the New York Giants by a score of 37 - o.
Following Jesus is often difficult and challenging but it is never
complicated. If you are willing and obedient, you will succeed as
a disciple of Christ. There are so many exciting things happening
right now with the churches of the Suwannee Missionary
Baptist Association that it can become deceptively intoxicating.
We can become so enamored with our own success that we ne-
glect the fundamentals of willingness and obedience.

As you read this month’s edition of our newsletter, please re-
member that everything God does through us flows out of what
he has and is doing in us. God does his greatest work through
those who are most willing and obedient. Get really good at the
basics and see what God will do!
